Workshop on carbon tax - Beijing March 13, 2010

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SU Ming, Research Institute for Fiscal Science (RIFS), Ministry of Finance, China; and Chancellor and member of the Standing Council, China's Institute for Urban Finance

The Chinese government is planning to impose carbon tax, according to a high ranking official in the Ministry of Finance. Su Ming, deputy director of the Institute of Financial Science in the Ministry of Finance, said the government is working on plans to impose an environment tax, an energy tax and a carbon tax.
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ZHANG Yansheng is a senior fellow and the director general of the Institute for International Economic Research (IIER) of the National Development and Reform Commission (NDRC) of P. R. China. He has been working for IIER since 1996. Professor Zhang is also guest professor in a number of universities such as Renmin University, Wuhan University, Huazhong University of Science and Technology, and Central University of Finance and Economics. Professor Zhang currently supervises research students in international finance and international trade.

Professor Zhang has publicized more than 20 Chinese and English monographs (including co-author), more than 200 papers. Zhang was awarded the SunYefang Economic Science Works Prize, the First Class Excellent Research Prize of the NDRC, China Development Research Prize and other prizes.
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XIA Guang born in 1961, is the Director General and Senior Research Fellow of the Policy Research Center for Environment and Economy, Ministry of Environmental Protection (MEP), China. He is also a member of the Science and Technology Committee of MEP and a member of the Leading Group of WTO, Trade and Environment of MEP.
